Working drawings should 
be in pencil or ink on tracing media and should include a minimum of the following 
drawings:  (a) floor plan, (b) two elevations, and (c) typical wall section.  Sheet size 
must NOT be greater than 24" x 36".  Drawings are not to be mounted.  Specifications and 
schedules must be included. 

AD-2  ADVANCED ARCHITECTURAL WORKING DRAWINGS 
This classification is for students in their second year of architectural drafting.  
Working drawings should be in pencil or ink on tracing media and should include a minimum 
of the following drawings:  (a) floor plan, (b) foundation plan, (c) typical wall section, 
and (d) four elevations.  Sheet size must not be greater than 24" x 36".  Drawings are not 
to be mounted.  Specifications and schedules are to be included.
