The St. Louis Softball League will start the initial season of an Adult Coed Kickball League on Sunday,
September 13, 2009, on Central Field in Forest Park, Franz Park and Lyon Park. The starting times for
games on Central Field and Franz Park is 9:00 a.m. and for Lyon Park is 6:00 p.m. For the Monday,
Tuesday, Thursday and Friday leagues at Lyon Park, the starting time is 6:30 p.m. All leagues will be
doubleheaders.

The session will consist of eight games (four doubleheaders). In a five-team league, each team will play
the other four in one doubleheader. If a four team league forms, each team will play the other three teams
in a doubleheader and then two random games will be played on the final day.

All doubleheaders that are rained out during the scheduled session will be made up on the same night
and field and in the order that they occurred after the last regularly scheduled games are played.

The league will provide each team with a set of rules, a scorebook, three balls and a pump and bases for
the field. This material can be picked up at “The Lab” (the small building on the north side of the
Greenhouse in Forest Park) between 3:30 p.m. and 6:00 p.m. Tuesday, September 8, through Friday,
September 11, 2009. Teams that finish in first place have their choice of a team trophy, a plaque or fifteen
tee-shirts. There will be NO playoffs in the Fall session.
