Back in 1992, before the area was widely known as the Gate
District, many local residents were unaware of a competition
being held to capture ideas for markers to distinguish each of its
neighborhoods. Consequently, when they first discovered a
towering pyramid-like structure on the triangular wedge where
Chouteau meets Compton, their reactions were that of both
surprise and quandary. Today lots of folks refer to it as the
"teepee."  Others say it resembles an oil derrick, and some see it
as a church steeple.  Albeit, the Compton Hill Baptist Church is
prtheically in its shadow, it has no connection with the church.
Still, since all art is subject to individual interpretation, it
remains the subject of much discussion.
