Houses or 
apartments with 1-10 units inside 
the pilot area wiD receive curbside 
collection once a week.. The recy­
ding p!'ogram ".,.;11 begin in May of 
19%. ElIgIble households 1NiU re­
ceive a notice In the mail aboutllO.ll 
to p3rt1cipate.

At this rate, Missouri landfills will be full 
in nine years. In response to this growing solid waste crisis, the 
State of Missouri passed a law to reduce the amount of trash going 
to landfills in Missouri by 40% by 1998. Yard waste and B.O.A T. 
recycling programs are the first of many initiatives that the City oj 
St. Louis will undertake to help meet this goal.
